Five notes 
 

 Some organizations divide their work according to 

descriptors:  marketing departments sell ideas or products; 

accounting departments measure expenditures and reve-

nue.  Leaders collect and analyze data from all depart-

ments to formulate decisions affecting all aspects of the 

organization.  In military circles, departments are organized 

by numbers:  the ò1ó shop is dedicated to administrative issues; the ò2ó gathers 

and analyzes intelligence data, and so on.  The ò5ó has a complex job:  plan fu-

ture operations and plansña task requiring empirical data and intuitive accuracy. 

 As we enter a new program year focused on mission, weõll work towards 

being even better missioners in our community while discerning concrete mission 

opportunities in the future.  Our whole church will be a ò5ó shop.  Ahead of us are 

unprecedented opportunities for mission, including a short term mission trip next 

year.  We must plan for it.  As our community continues to grapple with current 

economic realities, members of our community will suffer; we must plan how to 

address them.  New generations of Christians enter our doors regularly; we must 

be prepared to welcome them and empower their faith. 

 Throughout the fall, our focus shall be on Jesusõ mission.  Here are five 

observations about how Jesus planned and accomplished his mission: 

He spent time in silence.   All discernment begins and ends in silence.  40 

days in the wilderness helped prepare Jesus for the arduous tasks before 

him; his inner prayer life propelled him into meaningful action. 

He was available for mission.  Responding to Godõs call is seldom clear and 

never easy; Jesus never offered excuses made by some people before 

him:  too young, too old, not articulate, and the most common:  too busy.  

Had Jesus not made himself available to begin and finish his journey, he 

may have never departed his home town. 

He began with the familiar and moved towards the unknown.  Although Je-

susõ mission would eventually take him among Gentiles, he begins with 

the community he knows best.  Only as his sense of call is clarified does 

he begin to venture from Judea, a community he knows well, towards 

Galilee, where mission opportunities await. 

He recruited help.  Early in his mission, Jesus recognizes he needs help and 

begins calling disciples.  Some came willingly; others needed more time.  

His ministry of healing and reconciliation includes everyone, including you 

and me. 

He risked being wrong.  Future mission planning is inexact.  Followers of Je-

sus may have assumed he knew precisely where his mission would take 

himñthey may have assumed success would equate with fame and glory, 

and instead we get the cross on Good Friday and an empty tomb on 

Easter Sunday.  Could Jesus have accomplished the mission in a more 

òefficientó way?  Not by his standardsñhe was willing to be wrong in order 

to be right. 

Your mission continues every morning that you wake up and ask God to di-

rect your life that day.  God will lead you from silence and solitude into commu-

nity.  When you make yourself available for mission, God will call out your gifts.  

As you begin your mission at home, God will send you out into òall nationsóñeven 

if the ònationsó are in your own neighborhood.  When God recruits you for mis-

sion, you in turn will draw others.  As you consider your lifeõs mission, you donõt 

have to be right to beginñjust available and willing.  On these premises we con-

tinue our faith journey.  Letõs make our future plans and be guided by the God 

who makes plans for each of us.

ñThose Who Sing Pray Twiceò ï a familiar phrase revisited  
 
 

Many are familiar with the phrase, òThose who sing pray twice,ó attributed to the 5th century Bishop of Hippo, St. 

Augustine.  Some research behind this phrase sheds a little extra light on it as it seems a proper translation from 

the original Latin is more accurately:  òThose who sing well pray twice.ó  Rather than taking the word òwelló as a 

reference to the quality of oneõs singing voice, though, the term òwith sincerityó might really be an even better 

translation of the phrase, which means everyone at St. Andrewõs can still accomplish it. 

 

It is also likely that St. Augustine never really said either version!  What Augustine did say was (translated from 

Latin), òFor he who sings praise, does not only praise, but also praises joyously; he who sings praise, is not only 

singing, but also loving Him to (about/for) whom he is singing.  There is praise-filled public proclamation in the 

praise of someone who is acknowledging God, in the song of the lover there is deep love.ó  One commentator on 

Augustineõs words notes that he seems to be saying that when the singing is in praise of God it becomes more 

than just any kind of song ð to the song, the singer, and the listener.  

The combining of words and music, presented to God, uplifts both the 

words and the music in ways that cannot be done by either one 

alone.   

 

At St. Andrewõs there are ways for one and all to be involved in the 

singing in praise of God, both through making music and as a lis-

tener.  Those opportunities include choirs for those who like to sing, a 

bell choir for those who like to ring and, for everyone else, the hymns 

and service music throughout each of the services.    

 

Crusader Choir:  For younger members of the Parish, we have the Crusader Choir.  The choir includes any chil-

dren in the elementary grades and older.  The only requirement is that the child be able to read (we have in-

cluded children as young as first grade) and that they enjoy singing (but what child doesnõt?). The Crusader Choir 

presents one anthem each month, and rehearsals are on Wednesdays from 4:25 to 5:10 in the choir room.  As 

well as preparing anthems, members of the choir learn how to use their singing voices and how to work with 

hymns and choir music, so that they can actually not just sing but sing well.  Just ask any of the children who 

have participated in the choir and youõll know that we learn a lot of music but have a good time, too.     

  

Parish Choir:  Anyone who has heard our Parish Choir knows that they truly do know how to sing well, producing 

music of both quality and quantity matching choirs of considerably greater size.  Do not let the high quality of the 

choir discourage anyone from joining, however ð there is a wide range of experience and ability within the choir 

which, through its high level of effort and dedication, comes together to produce a truly fine blend of vocal 

sound.  The Parish Choir provides an anthem for each 11:15 service from September through May, as well as 

special services throughout the year, and a group of anthems for a Service of Lessons and Carols during Advent.  

The choir meets on Wednesdays from 7:15 to 8:30.  Singers in any part are welcome ð consider joining so that 

you may have the privilege of not only hearing but being surrounded by the choirõs beautiful sound.           
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Bell Choir:  The Bell Choir, as with all of our music groups, has developed a reputation for making music well, 

enhancing each service in which they are involved. As with the Parish Choir there is a wide range of musical 

experience and ability within the Bell Choir, brought to its high level of musical quality through the groupõs ef-

fort and dedication.  The Bell Choir rehearses on Wednesdays from 6:00 to 7:15 ð youõre welcome to come to 

pick up a pair of bells and play, or just to observe a rehearsal ð you may find yourself drawn into this music- 

making experience, just as others have and now enjoy as one of their ways of making music in praise to God. 

 

Those who do not join one of our choirs still have a very important role to play, no matter which way you inter-

pret the words of St. Augustine.  The hymns, psalms, and service music all are equally important to the com-

plete worship experience and even listening attentively to the music made by others, whether the organ, bell 

choir, or a choir anthem involves you in the uplifting of musical praise to God.  Please feel free to ask any 

questions you might have about any of these opportunities, so that the musical portion of your involvement 

and experience at St. Andrewõs can be as full and complete as we can make it, and you would like it to be.

There is a really large retail establishment that I sometimes find myself in whether I am looking for groceries, 

hardware, DVDõs, toys, and just about anything. I like this place because it has lots of variety, falling prices, 

and really interesting people to observe. While waiting to check out last night, in a really long but slow moving 

line, I got to briefly know the person ahead of me and some of those behind me. Ahead of me was a somber 

20 something, young lady with a package of ready- to- eat brownies. Behind me were two energetic pink- 

haired teenage girls who liked to talk about gnomes. 

 

It turns out brownie girl was somber because her world had just dramatically changed from what she had ex-

pected; her fiancé had just called off the wedding. Yes, chocolate seemed in order. The gnome girls were ver-

bally sparring with one another about which line would be quicker, why there wasnõt a self check out, and why 

even buy a gnome, They got tired of waiting in line and left. Brownie girl seemed at peace waiting her turn, the 

line was the only thing at the moment that provided consistency for her. 

 

Consistency - thatõs important and comforting. We all need structure in our lives. Sometimes our lives are cha-

otic and we feel like we are out of control or that something is missing. Maybe we are not getting the things 

done we know we should, diet, exercise, prayersé 

 

One of the features that draw many to the Episcopal Church is that itõs one of structure; itõs liturgical, tradi-

tional and for the most part consistent.

among the outreach ministries of the three Episcopal churches in BryanðCollege Station. 

 Part of my assignment as deacon for this area is to help the three local parishes strengthen our out-

reach efforts by recognizing our common ground with each other and with the communities we seek to serve.  

To do this, the churchesõ outreach leaders will begin meetingñquarterly at firstñto get to know each other and 

to share information about the ministries each 

parish supports.  We will explore ways we can 

support each otherõs efforts where that is 

needed, and we will be open to ways in which we 

might share ministries that none of us could un-

dertake alone. 

 Lewis Ford, Zo Granberry, and perhaps 

one or two vestry members will join representa-

tives of St. Francis and St. Thomas as we get to know each other in an informal setting, where we can con-

sider the needs of the local community and the ways we are seeking to meet them. 

 To foster this network and give visibility to our call to serve those in need, I am now serving at St. Tho-

mas one Sunday each month, and, beginning in September, will be back at St. Andrewõs one Sunday a month.  

On the remaining Sundays, I will serve at my home parish of St. Francis.  In that way I hope to learn more 

about the outreach work each parish is doing now and what they would like to do, to facilitate the way our net-

work will function.  I will also help explain the role of deacons in our diocese and answer questions people may 

have about that. 

 òIn Christ, God was reconciling the world to himself,ó we read in 2 Corinthians, òand entrusting the 

message of reconciliation to usó (5:19). Common Ground is intended to provide a forum for the Episcopal 

community of BryanðCollege Station to share Christõs ministry of reconciliation with the larger community.

The 163rd Diocesan Council of the Episcopal Diocese of Texas will be held February 10-11, 

2012 at the Brazos County Expo Complex in Bryan.

St. Andrewõs to host screening of Casablanca, September 30 at the Palace Theatre 

 
òItõs more than money.ó  Every fall, we hear the message that steward-

ship includes our time, talent, and treasure.  In addition to the invitation 

to realize the fullness of Godõs grace through financial tithing, this yearõs 

stewardship focus is time.  While some people have more financial re-

sources than others, everyone has 24 hours in one day to work and rest.  

As the information age claims more of our òoffó time with electronic dis-

tractions, the distinction between work and rest times becomes increas-

ingly blurred. 

 There is no general word for òtimeó, in the Bible, nor are there 

specific words for categories of òpastó, òpresentó or òfutureó.  Biblical writ-

ers conceived of time as a resource where events occur rather than a lin-

ear instrument of measurement.  People wait with God as events unfold, 

and nobody is required to hand in a time card.  They exist in Godõs pres-

ence òin the fullness of timeó.  Another way to state it:  òAs time goes by.ó 

 How do we move beyond òtime managementó and other artificial measurements of our self worth?  

Must every waking moment be filled with productivity to achieve happiness and holiness?  Are there other 

models of time from our faith tradition? 

 Although events in scripture donõt move in a linear progression, our stewardship campaign will begin 

and end with celebrations.  With the title òAs Time Goes Byó, weõll start by inviting the entire Brazos Valley 

community to a screening of the movie òCasablancaó on Friday, September 30 at the Palace Theatre in 

downtown Bryan.  The movieõs portrayal of time might have a few illustrations to ponderñwe might even 

hear a few sermons about it in October.  Since the same principles of stewardship apply to time and money, 

weõll have ample opportunity to learn about both finite resources.  Pledge cards will be collected on October
