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Camp Good News

Not an ordinary Summer Camp

The first thing you think of when you hear the words
summer camp is hot sun, cool lake swim, kids running
around frolicking with friends. You don't think of the fear of other people, the threats of violence in the
neighborhood, parent(s) in jail and the fear of returning to home. Some of these particular campers don't even
know about the Love of Jesus. And that is where Camp Good News comes into a child's life, bringing them the
news of the Gospel and the love of Christians.

Camp Good News is a nonprofit organization that creates a one week long summer camp for children aged 10
-15 who have a parent incarcerated with in the State of Texas. Through the generosity of congregations, the
cost of camp is donated so that 30 boys and 30 girls may seek the freedom and love that Camp Allen pro-
vides.

The camp is unashamedly a Christian camp with prayer, praise, worship and teaching as part of a daily pro-
gram. Camp also includes the fun stuff like swimming, horseback riding, blobbing on the lake, canoeing,
games, ropes and arts and crafts.

Clergy cadirest the camp with the Coordinator of Restorative Justice. Why do we do this? We believe that
every person on earth needs to know Jesus Christ and have a chance to accept him as Lord and Savior. We
are called to do this. We also know that children who have a parent incarcerated ar8 Bmes more likely to
also be incarcerated in their lifetime. With the knowledge of the justice system and the Clergy Staff, we can
give each child a chance of success in there future.

The children in the program are chosen with the help of the Chaplaincy of the Texas Department of Correc-
tions, Angel Tree and nomination by parent(s) in prison, school counselors, and probation and parole officers.
Once a child is admitted into the camp, they may attend until they reach the upper age limit. Those who have
been exemplary may apply to become a "cabin" counselor. For more information please contact: Dr. Ed Dauvis,
