A t least two groups of Christians existed 

in the Church in Ephesus:  a òcircumcision 

partyó believed only Jews could claim legiti-

macy as Christians.   

The òGentile partyó claimed full and equal 

status as Christians without circumcision.  

Both groups appealed to Paul or one of his 

associates for a ruling:  who were the right-

ful heirs of Christ?  After greetings, thanks-

givings, and blessings, the response is 

clear:  So then you are no longer strangers 

and aliens, but you are citizens with the 

saints and also members of the household of God, but upon the foundation of 

the apostles and prophets, with Christ Jesus himself as the cornerstone. 

Ephesians 2: 19-20 

 On the foundation of Jesus, apostles, prophets, and martyrs built the 

church to its current status when the Epistle was composed.  Factions would 

always exist, yet the church finds all hope in Jesus, the òcornerstoneó for all. 

 Before sophisticated surveying equipment was invented, placing the 

cornerstone was a painstaking process.  Without nearly perfect placement, 

other foundational stones would not align, and walls would eventually crumble.  

Professional masons would use plumb-lines to check how òtrueó the corner-

stone was in relationship to the rest of the buildingõs footprint.   

To declare Jesus as the òcornerstoneó was a bold statement of faith. 

 We approach the coming year with hope and anticipation while marking 

a significant anniversary in the life of St. Andrewõs.  This spring, weõll celebrate 

the 100th anniversary of the laying of the cornerstone in our present location.

St. Andrewõs and our surrounding community features 

many gifts, including education and agriculture. By sharing our 

gifts abroad, we will become more skilled in ministry within our 

home community. Churches engaged in mission often experi-

ence numerical and intangible growth. 

 

Working on the Navajo Reservation represents both a domestic and a 

foreign mission opportunity. Although physically located in Arizona, New Mex-

ico and Utah, the reservation is a sovereign nation. The Episcopal Church has 

a long history on the Navajo Reservation: the first hospital on the reservation 

is part of the Good Shepherd Mission church campus. Built in the mid-1960s, 

the Good Shepherd church building is scheduled for major restoration work, 

due to foundation settling. As the work is being completed, the congregation 

will hold services in a former power-generating building that lacks indoor 

plumbing.   

 

 Conditions on the reservation are challenging: unemployment is 

nearly 60 percent. Most members of the Navajo Nation live below the na-

tional poverty level. Funds historically transmitted to the Navajo Nation by the 

Bureau of Indian Affairs have been substantially reduced in the past three 

years. Teenage suicide and pregnancy rates far surpass national averages.    

 

 The vision for our Mission incorporates our gifts for ministry: 

 

¶ A multi-age Vacation Bible School to be held on the campus of Good 

Shepherd Mission 

¶ A construction project focused on enhancing the Navajo Nation Veteri-

nary Clinic 

¶ A veterinary outreach project focused on spaying/neutering small and 

large animals 

¶ A clothing and school supply offering school-age children  

 

All mission participants will pay their own food, lodging, and transpor-

tation costs. All fund-raising efforts will be directed toward purchasing sup-

plies for these projects. A member of another congregation who shares this 

vision has given $2,000 in seed money; no general funds from the parish will 

be spent on this project.  

 

 Our mission will begin on Friday, June 15, 2012. We will travel by cars 

and RVs to the Window RockðFort Defiance area, a 956-mile trip. We will join 

the Good Shepherd Mission congregation for church on Sunday and conduct 

our mission from Monday through Thursday, concluding on Friday, June 22.

Be Prepared 
 

Halfway up the stairs to the Youth Hall and Sunday School rooms 

there is a work of art posted on the wall. This creative piece, compli-

ments of the K-5 Sunday School class has two words that evoke so 

many images, òBe Preparedó.  Growing up in the scouting program 

one learns that those two words comprise the Scout Motto remind-

ing boys the importance of being ready. In fact the last promise in 

the Scout Oath supports some keys to preparedness, itõs a promise 

to keep oneself òphysically strong, mentally awake, and morally 

straight.ó  Those who live in along the Gulf Coast understand how 

important it is to òbe preparedó in case hurricane kits need to be 

grabbed on the way to an evacuation route. 

 

Matthew 25 begins with a parable about 10 virgins waiting for the bridegroom, late in the evening, five real-

ized they did not have enough oil for their lamps and while going after more, the bridegroom came and es-

corted the five who were prepared into the wedding banquet. The others returned too late, only to find a 

locked door. They were not prepared. 

 

Advent is a time of preparation; yes, it is a time for decorating, buying and wrapping Christmas presents, bak-

ing, and house cleaning for the company thatõs coming. As important as that is, of greater importance, is the 

need to take time to prepare a space in our hearts and lives for the coming of the Christ child. Are we pre-

pared? Do we get busier or do we need to 

slow down our lives in order to prepare? How 

do we prepare? Among the tools of prepara-

tion are times of study, reflection, worship, 

and sometimes we need to do some spiritual 

housecleaning. 

 

There are some wonderful opportunities to 

help us prepare individually as families and 

as a church ranging from Sunday School and 

Childrenõs chapel to Youth Group and Laby-

rinth walks. In addition to those regular activi-

ties there family oriented Advent programs. 

There will be nursery available for the young-

est of children, and the programs are de-

signed to include those beyond nursery age. 

Advent is a season of preparation yet the need to be prepared is not seasonal. Itõs a good reminder to us of 

the need to prepare and through the Christian Formation offerings we can prepare year round. 

 

One last thought on preparedness. Remember the question asked of the congregation during a baptism; òWill 

you who witness these vows do all in your power to support these persons in their life in Christ?ó The response 

is a bold and loud, òWe will.ó We have all promised that we will support those persons baptized in their life in 

Christ. Thatõs part of a life of preparation too.

   Maintaining Traditions ς Expanding Horizons  
 

 As I write this article for the Angler, I know weõre already being confronted with Christmas in the stores and 

media advertising.  At St. Andrewõs, at least, all our usual traditions will be maintained, allowing us to more 

fully prepare for Christmas.  In the midst of maintaining traditions, we will be expanding our musical horizons a 

bit as well, carefully balancing the old and the new, the ancient and modern, in what should be a beautiful and 

exciting musical blend. 

 As usual, we will close out the season of Pentecost with bells and bagpipes.   On St. Andrewõs Day (Nov. 

20) at the 11:15 service, the Bell Choir will be presenting a prelude of three pieces, each honoring one of the 

countries for which Andrew is the patron saint, with music from Scotland, Greece, and Russia.  The piece from 

Scotland is a 21st century setting of the tune, òBunessan,ó better known to most people as òMorning Has Bro-

ken.ó  The Greek piece is a bell choir setting of one of the Five Greek Folksongs (Yonder by the Church) by the 

20 th century French composer, Maurice Ravel.   The Russian piece is a bell choir arrangement of an Orthodox 

hymn (To Thee O Lord) by the 19th century Russian composer, Vasily Kalinnikov.  The Parish Choir will be sing-

ing a choral anthem from Russia (sung in English ð the choir does handle several languages well, but we 

havenõt quite tackled Russian yet!).  At both services, some of the hymns will be led with 

Bob Leslie on the bagpipe, and the service will close with the sound of his bagpipe emanat-

ing from our church steps, and out into the streets of Bryan. With bells, bagpipes, choir, 

and organ, and music from three countries and three centuries our musical portion of the 

St. Andrewõs Day celebration is sure to be a true mixture of maintaining traditions and ex-

panding horizons.   

The following Sunday brings in the Advent season, with all of the special music that comes 

with it.  Special musical events during Advent include the annual presentation of Lessons 

and Carols on Sunday, Dec. 11.  That service will also include music presented by the Bell 

Choir, along with the Parish Choir, singing some old sets of words in new musical dress.  Be 

sure you donõt miss our very contemporary version of òAdam lay yboundenó with the 15th 

century text combined with a 21st century musical setting.  We will also be combining the 

16 th century tune and 17th century text of òCome, Thou Long Expected Jesusó with a 21st 

century drum accompaniment.  Donõt worry, there will also be some very quiet carols, along 

with some beautiful bell choir settings, mixed in with these exciting and exuberant modern 

carol settings. 

 On Christmas Eve there will be three services, at 3:00, 5:30, and 10:30, with many of the beautiful 

Christmas carols to which everyone looks forward.  As has been done in years past, whatever time the 10:30 

service ends, the organ will continue with an extended postlude, taking us past midnight with music to wel-

come Christmas morning. 

 With Epiphany we are brought once again to òWe Three Kings,ó with the singing of that hymn bringing 

us to that third, very special season of the church year.  Just the idea of honoring the twelve days of Christmas 

and the celebration of Epiphany makes St. Andrewõs, and all churches who acknowledge the liturgical seasons 

stand out in maintaining traditions in a very special way.  

 Throughout the next few seasons of Advent, Christmas, and Epiphany, with bells, bagpipes, choir, and 

organ, we will be maintaining traditions and expanding horizons.  Hopefully we will blend the old and new to-

gether in ways that make each of these seasons special and meaningful for musicians and listeners alike.
